LIST OF PRIVILEGES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

SAINT ALPHONSUS PEACE PROGRAM (revised 9/2010)
I have the privilege to be educated at St. Alphonsus School between the hours of 7:50 and 2:35 p.m.  This means that I have the responsibility to be on time, attend all classes and stay on school premises until being dismissed.
I have the privilege to use clean and neat textbooks, workbooks, and library books.  I have the responsibility to cover and carry my books in a school bag and keep them in good condition.  I also have the responsibility to take good care of library books and return them on time.

I have the privilege to wear the uniform of St. Alphonsus School.  This means I have the responsibility to abide by the DRESS CODE found in the School Handbook.

I have the privilege to be respected at St. Alphonsus School.  This means that no one will treat me unfairly or disrespectfully because of my color, my weight, my height, my gender, or my ability.  I have the responsibility to treat others fairly and with respect.

I have the privilege to attend a safe and secure school environment at St. Alphonsus School both in the building and anywhere on school grounds.  This means that no one will hit me, kick me, push me, pinch me, or hurt me in any way.  This also means that no one will hurt me verbally, nonverbally, or through any form of technology.  I have the responsibility to make others feel safe with my actions and words and to refrain from fighting and ALL physical and verbal aggression.

I have the privilege of the security of my personal property.  This means that no one will take or use my belongings without my knowledge or permission.  I have the responsibility to respect what belongs to me and to others.

I have the privilege to a healthy body and mind.  This means that I will refrain from the use of tobacco, alcohol, drugs and immoral and inappropriate conduct.  I have the responsibility to treat my body with respect and to understand that each person has the right to this same treatment.

I have the privilege to use God’s gift of food for its intended purpose.  This means I will eat what I’ve been given with respect and dignity..  I have the responsibility not to waste or damage my food or the food of another.

I have the privilege to learn at St. Alphonsus School.  This means that my efforts and my work belong to me and they are my responsibility.  I have the responsibility to respect the work and efforts of others and to refrain from stealing anyone else’s work either by copying homework, class work, or tests.

I have the privilege to be educated by a caring and well-informed faculty and staff.  I have the responsibility to treat our faculty and staff with respect in words and actions in the classroom and throughout the school facility.
I have the privilege to have a voice at St. Alphonsus School.  This means that no one will speak to me using inappropriate language.  I have the responsibility to speak to others with respect and to use appropriate language while in the building or on school property.
I have the privilege to come to a neat and clean cafeteria, playground, and classroom St. Alphonsus School.  This means that everyone will protect school property (restrooms, lockers, furniture, etc.), clean up after themselves and help others to do the same.  I have the responsibility to keep the school environment clean and litter-free and to refrain from  any form of vandalism on school property. I will refrain from chewing gum at all times while on school property and on the school bus.  I also have the responsibility to use school resources and supplies conservatively.

I have the privilege to be part of the St. Alphonsus School Community rooted in the Mercy Foundations of Character:  Respect, Responsibility, Honesty, Kindness, Trustworthy, Tolerance, Loyalty, Citizenship, and Fairness.  I recognize that this list of privileges and responsibilities reflects these Mercy Characteristics.  I have the responsibility to carry out the Mercy Foundations of Character as a member of St. Alphonsus School.

I have the privilege to reflect at all times the Gospel values and the teachings of Jesus Christ and the Catholic faith.  I will honor and respect our entire faith community during daily prayer, Mass, service projects, and other activities throughout each day.  I will show a reverence and respect for all life.  

I have the privilege through my actions, words, and deeds to improve the quality of life for those I serve at St. Alphonsus and throughout the community at large.  I will carry in my heart and soul the meaning of the Sacraments of the Body of Christ.

  CONSEQUENCES FOR THE MISUSE OF PRIVILEGES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

DURING SCHOOL AND/OR SCHOOL ACTIVITY OR EVENT (revised 9/2010)
SINCE:

1. I was late for school more than three times for no valid reason, I will serve my School Community after school.

2. I lost, destroyed, or defaced my textbook or library book, I will reimburse the school for the value of the book.

3. I received three misconduct slips from the bus driver, I will be suspended from the bus for one week.

4. I took (item) from (person’s name) without asking, I will reimburse or replace that item and write a letter of apology to that person.

5. I littered or did not clean up after myself, I will forfeit my next recess and clean up a designated area.

6. I did not follow the dress code three times by coming to school in full uniform. I did not get the proper haircut as described in the handbook within a week of receiving notice.  I will serve my School Community after school.
7. I treated (person’s name) with disrespect by (action), I will honor our Peace Program and write a letter of apology and do my best to reconcile. I will serve my School Community after school or be suspended depending on the severity of my actions.
8. I did not follow appropriate play behavior, by (action), I will honor our Peace Program and write a letter of apology and forfeit my next lunch recess.  If this behavior occurs again, I will serve my School Community after school.

9. I treated food and/or (person’s name) food with disrespect, I will honor our Peace Program and write a letter or apology.  If this mistreatment occurs again, I will serve my School Community after school.

10. I was eating and drinking at an inappropriate time.  I did not honor our Peace Program.  If this behavior occurs again, I will serve my School Community after School.

11. I was chewing gum, I did not honor our Peace Program.  If this behavior occurs again, I will serve my School Community after school.

12. I used inappropriate language/gestures, I will write a letter to my parents explaining my actions.  If this behavior occurs again, I will serve my School Community after school.

13. I left school premises and/or cut class, I will receive an immediate suspension.

14. I committed an act of vandalism by (action), I will receive an immediate suspension.

15. I physically fought with (person’s name), either initiating or retaliating, I will receive an immediate suspension.

16. I used physical, verbal or emotional aggression/harassment toward (person’s name), I will receive an immediate suspension.

17. I conducted myself immorally by (action), I will write a letter to my parents explaining said action, followed by a conference with my parents, teacher, principal, and myself.  Suspension with the possibility of expulsion will be decided at this conference.

18. I had in my possession or used (tobacco, drugs, alcohol, or an object deemed unsafe by the faculty), I will receive an immediate suspension with the possibility of expulsion.

19. I brought to school and/or used an electronic device (ie: electronic games, cell phones, I pods, etc.) (type), I will need to relinquish that device to the principal who will then call my parent/guardian to pick up that device.

20. I was found copying someone’s work, cheating on a test, or I was plagiarizing. I will write a letter to my parents explaining my actions and receive a zero for that work or test.

21. I was found abusing school technology by (name the action), I will write a letter to my parents explaining my action and receive a (week’s, month’s) suspension from the privilege of using that technology.  Serious offenses could become a legal issue or an expulsion from school.
All after school acts of service will take place on (day) until 3:45.
